OFFICIAL COUNTY COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS
OCTOBER 19, 2018

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the Commissioners Meeting Room of the Sublette County Courthouse in Pinedale, Wyoming, on this date at 9:00 a.m. with Andy Nelson, Joel Bousman, David Burnett, Tom Noble, Mack Rawhouser, Holly Dabb of the Pinedale Roundup, and Mary Lankford, County Clerk present.  
 
Chairman Nelson led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the preceding regular meeting of October 2, 2018, and special meeting and public hearing of October 8, were approved and ordered filed on motion by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Burnett.  The motion carried. 

It was moved by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Rawhouser to appoint Billy Pape to the position of Road & Bridge Superintendent.  The motion carried. 

Billy Pape, Road & Bridge Superintendent, reported on blading, cattleguard and ditch maintenance, and planning on the Jack Creek dug way.  Pape reported on touring the Hoback Ranches roads with Dave Nemetz and advised the Board that Rim Road was in good shape.  The Board approved a request from Gwenn Bogart to locate a temporary winter bridge over a ditch on the Muddy Speedway, in the easement, for dog sleds.  Pape discussed the use of the well at the County Shop, as a water source, and the recent fire at the Pinedale Airport.  

Skylar Wilson, County Surveyor, reported on a boundary line question at the Bondurant Fire Hall. 

Chairman Nelson reported on water issues on Grable Lane. 

Mark Eatinger, representing Rio Verde Engineering, reported that it has been decided to wait until spring to start culvert work on Meadowlark Lane, due to frost.   

It was moved by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Burnett to recess the meeting for an Executive Session, with Billy Pape, Road & Bridge Superintendent, Mark Eatinger and Eric Sackett representing Rio Verde Engineering, in accordance with W.S. 16-4-405(a)(vii) to discuss real estate. The motion carried. 

It was moved by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Burnett to reconvene the meeting. 

Billy Pape, Waste Management Superintendent, reported that approximately 1,000 tons of debris from the Roosevelt Fire had been received, representing 17 houses.  The debris is metal and concrete.  Eric Sackett, representing Rio Verde Engineering, reported on the DEQ review and that a second lysimeter is planned for construction next summer.  

Three proposals were received for a Ranco 45’x102’ foot high wall trailer for hauling pallets and tires.  It was moved by Commissioner Burnett and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to purchase the trailer from Tri State Truck and Equipment for the amount of $66,462.47.  The motion carried. 

Sheriff KC Lehr reported that the contract helicopter had left the County on October 15th.  Lehr reported that Sublette County’s livestock investigation program is being used as a model for other counties.  Lehr reported that he is considering reducing clerical staff time at the Marbleton Office, with the retirement of the current clerk.  

Shad Cooper, County Fire Warden, presented his monthly report, and reported on the Harris project.  The Board reviewed the White Pine ROD allowing a 150’ tower, the Kismet Tower damage and insurance claim, the Enterprise Tower, and the completion of the Marbleton Tower.  

Cooper reported on Daniel Fire Hall planning, apparatus, and AAR planning for operations and administration.  Commissioner Bousman discussed facilitated AAR sessions.

Dave Smith reported on the Kismet site cleanup, and Commissioner Bousman will contact Road and Bridge about availability to assist with the cleanup and site renovation.
It was moved by Commissioner Noble and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign the Schedule A modification to allow payment by the Forest Service to the County for road repair work due to the Roosevelt Fire.  The motion carried.   
 
The Board directed the County Clerk to send a letter to Governor Matt Mead in appreciation of his support for the White Pine Tower request. 

Chairman Nelson reported on the Roosevelt Fire link on the Homeland Security website. 

It was moved by Commissioner Noble and seconded by Commissioner Burnett to appoint Jennifer Rees to an unexpired two-year term as a Trustee on the Weed and Pest District.  The motion carried.   

Commissioner Tom Noble left the meeting. 

Dennis Fornstrom, County Planner, discussed waiving the building permit fee for Hoback Ranch buildings destroyed by the Roosevelt Fire for a two-year period.  The Board directed him to pursue the proposal. 

Old Business. Commissioner Rawhouser reported on the barn roof project at the Fairgrounds and WPLI.  
Commissioner Burnett reported on the Joint Labor, Health and Social Services committee meeting in Casper and the Prevention program.  Commissioner Bousman reported on the recent WIR Board of Directors meeting, and Collaborative Action and Dispute Resolution activities with the BLM. Chairman Nelson had nothing to report.   

Commissioner Burnett inquired about the Broadband RFP and was informed that they will be submitted by 4 p.m. on November 9th to the County.
